SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER
The transformation of the Apostles from frightened to dynamic orators proclaiming the resurrection of Jesus is perhaps a miracle in itself.

The apostles worked signs and wonders as well. We have been commissioned by Jesus to  be transformed into living Christ’s, by our presence catalyzing the transformation of the world into a community grateful to its creator and ready to show love for God by sharing of the goods of the earth
with all people.

Without works of wonder or miracles, it is only consistent living of the unconditional love of Jesus for us that will command the attention and the respect of our time.

In the Gospel reading from John, Jesus does two things. First Christ connects Peace with the forgiveness of sin. Unless I forgive my brother or sister, I cannot muster the energy needed to move toward forgiveness. What progress am I making in learning to forgive those who do not deserve my forgiveness?

Secondly, Thomas is commended for believing because he sees by the wounds of Jesus, that the Jesus who walked the earth and the risen Christ are one and the same.

But Jesus then adds the powerful note: “Blessed are those who do not or cannot see as you have seen

and still believe.” A nice pat on the back for all of us today!
