17th SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME
The readings this weekend, are a powerful description of what it means to make God a part of our lives.

The book of Genesis illustrates both the power of prayer of a good person and the importance of good people in our world. For the sake of ten faithful people God is moved not to destroy Sodom and Gomorrah. Am I one of the faithful ones whose prayer can move God?

Paul tells the Colossians that in baptism they have died with Jesus and are now raised with Christ in

Faith. The difference between the Christian and the person of the world is markedly different. No longer does the Christian walk by Wisdom of the World. He belongs to the kingdom of God. It is wisdom of God that runs his life – always.

How can my neighbors and friends tell that I operate on wisdom of God rather than wisdom of the world. Remember both make sense. Which makes sense to me?
