WHAT DOES CHRIST ASK OF ME?

Our readings question what it is that Christ asks of us. 
Christ does not ask us to be like everyone else. He asks us to be quite different. Our task is so to live that others begin to wonder if the things they see as important are, in fact, that important at all?

The prophet Elisha asks his followers to feed a hundred people.

This was absurd. They did not have the resources – humanly speaking.

Jesus asked the 12 to feed the people of His day. This too was absurd. They had hundreds more than the prophet asked his followers to feed with nothing. 
The lesson to be learned is profound. Humanly speaking nothing is possible as Christ outlines it. With the help of God all things are possible. 

Christ says to us: “You see things

as they really are, and ask the question WHY”? But Jesus tells us: “See things as they never were – and ask the question – “Why not”

Only those who forgive as Jesus forgives can move beyond hurts.

Jesus forgave whether people deserved it or not. And so WE.
Only in this way can others be moved into forgiving as we have – as Jesus has. Only with this kind of         forgiveness can we have peace. And there is no PLAN B. And Jesus needs us for it to happen. Can we disappoint One who gave so much to and for us?
