We can learn a great deal about our pilgrim journey from these two great followers of Jesus.

Peter, was the one who promised Christ the world and often found himself thinking quite differently from the Jesus  he loved so genuinely.

But with all the sincerity that was in 
Him, he would turn around and seek forgiveness, acknowledging his short-comings and asking forgiveness.
Paul was the tireless laborer in the vineyard of the Lord who traveled to the ends of the world sharing faith in one he formerly persecuted and fought.

From Paul, we learn perseverance, commitment as a daily challenge, and total gift of self to the preaching of the Gospel.
