Our readings this weekend are indeed homework for the Pilgrim Traveler.
Job, in the first reading, in stating he has done nothing wrong, goes too far and loses perspective. This is very easy for us as well. We often feel that if we do the Lord’s will, God owes us. And yet if God owed anyone it was Jesus. He was crucified.

Paul speaks to the people of Corinth and to pilgrims today about love. Christ’s love must impel us – be the wind beneath our wings. It must be that which gives meaning to our lives and enables us to take good things with gratitude and see life’s challenges as God reminding us that it’s not all here – our citizenship is in heaven.

We are cautioned by Paul to see things with the eyes of God and not with the eyes of the world. Our whole perspective is changed by WWJD, ad WWJT.

Lastly, the Jesus of Mark’s Gospel  is the only one who ultimately can calm life’s storms as Jesus did in the experience of the boar in the storm. 

 As Paul the Apostle once so profoundly said: “If without resurrection, you have believed in Jesus, you are of all the most to be pitied.
